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New Vice Chancellor takes the helm  

The University of Wollongongôs new Vice Chancellor, Professor Paul Wellings 
took office this month, ready to steer UOW during the next stage of its 
development. 
Professor Wellings is the former Vice Chancellor of Lancaster University in 
northwest England and is UOWôs fourth Vice Chancellor since the University 
gained its autonomy from the University of NSW in 1975, succeeding Professor 
Gerard Sutton who was UOWôs longest-serving Vice Chancellor. 
Prof Wellings sees UOW as a key asset for the future development of the 
Illawarra region and is looking forward to being part of the next stage of the 
Universityôs development. 

The Director of the Australian National Centre for Ocean Resources and Security (ANCORS), Professor 
Martin Tsamenyi, has been awarded an AM in the Australia Day honours list. 
Professor Tsamenyi was made a Member (AM) in the General Division for his work in maritime and 
fisheries law in the Asia-Pacific region through ANCORS. 

After completing a law degree at the University of Ghana, Professor 
Tsamenyi was awarded a postgraduate scholarship to the Australian 
National University where he completed masters and doctorate degrees 
in international law. 
Before UOW he taught at the University of Papua New Guinea and was 
Dean of the Faculty of Law at the University of Tasmania from 1990. 
His areas of specialisation include fisheries law, fisheries monitoring, 
control and surveillance, shipping law, marine environmental law and 
ocean policy. 
Professor Tsamenyi has written extensively on these subjects and 
undertaken consultancy and advisory work for several governments 
and international organisations. 

ñI am very honoured to have received this Award. I have to stress that it could not have happened without 
the strong institutional support I have received in general from UOW.ò 
ñThe University has given me the flexibility to undertake what I have to do to make 
ANCORS what it is today,ò Professor Tsamenyi said. 
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The University of Wollongong has pulled a maximum five-star ranking in its first ever international 
benchmark. 

The ranking, by the same organisation that compiles the prestigious QS World University Rankings, 
places UOW among the worldôs best universities. 

Markers praised the University on its performance across criteria including employability, teaching, 
infrastructure, internationalisation, innovation and engagement. The new Vice Chancellor, Professor  
Paul Wellings said the new ranking complemented UOWôs strong domestic reputation. 

This outstanding achievement firmly establishes UOW as one of the leading universities on the 
global university scene.  

In September 2011, UOW cemented its spot on the top 2 percent of universities worldwide following 
the release of the latest QS World University Rankings. 

The University was ranked 269 on the 2011/2012 list and rated 15th on the list of top Australian 
universities.

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Champion Australian cricketer Adam Gilchrist led a team of Australians to India last month ï this time to talk 
science and technology rather than cricket. Gilchrist is Ambassador to India for the University of Wollongong 
(UOW), one of Australiaôs leading research and higher education institutions ranked in the top two percent of 
universities worldwide. 
 
The former international wicketkeeper-batsman has been on the UOW team since 2008, helping the 
University develop stronger ties with Indian companies. The 2011 ótourô is Gilchristôs fourth to India with UOW, 
and since 2008 he has helped the University build its relationships with Indian corporations and potential 
students. 
 
On this trip, Gilchristôs óteam-matesô included UOWôs international 
medical bionics and nanotechnology expert Professor Gordon 
Wallace and Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Research) Professor Judy 
Raper, who is also the Executive Director of the Australian Institute 
for Innovative Materials (AIIM).   The Institute is at the Universityôs 
Innovation Campus ï a research and development precinct where 
UOWôs key research institutes are located alongside innovative 
corporations. 
 
They met with Indian corporations and research institutions about 
opportunities for collaboration in a range of high-tech research areas 
ranging from medical bionics including nanobionics and artificial 
muscle development to batteries for electric vehicles and clean energy 
technologies. 
 
Their trip included Mumbai, Delhi and Bangalore where they met with key Indian business leaders and 
technology experts. Professor Wallace also delivered a keynote address at Bangalore Nano (9 December). 
 
UOW already has strong links with India, with the Gilchrist-led visits of recent years reinforcing decades-old 
ties. 
 
In November 2011, former UOW Vice-Chancellor, Professor Gerard Sutton visited India to sign a 
Memorandum of Understanding with Mr Arun Kumar Jagatramka, Chairman and Managing Director of Indian 
company Gujarat NRE to investigate developing a campus in the city of Ahmedabad to offer a range of 
courses. Gujarat NRE has coal mining operations in Wollongong and the company has a close association 
with UOW. 
 
UOW is forging links with India in the exciting area of Future Materials. Professor Raper said UOW had world-
class researchers who already have global collaborations, and they were looking to establish partnerships 
with Indian companies and institutions. 
 
ñThe Australian Institute for Innovative Materials is home to two of UOWôs flagship research institutes ï the 
Intelligent Polymer Research Institute led by Professor Gordon Wallace and the Institute for Superconductivity 
and Electronic Materials led by Professor Shi Xue Dou,ò Professor Raper said. 
 
ñChemists, engineers, physicists, biologists and materials scientists are under the one roof at the Australian 
Institute for Innovative Materials working together to develop solutions to some of societyôs greatest 
challenges and helping transform their laboratory-based successes into commercial realities.ò 
 
Adam Gilchrist said he was excited by the scientific successes at the University of Wollongong and he 
enjoyed helping UOW build relationships with Indian companies and institutions. 
 
ñThe relationship between the University of Wollongong and India is very much a two-way street,ò Gilchrist 
said. ñThere are so many opportunities for Indian companies in Australia by linking with UOW, while the 
University itself is looking to develop a real presence in India. 
 
ñThe future is limitless.ò
